       (this membership equity can be paid over time.)
•  Every member has one vote. 
•  Every member can run for the Board of Directors.
•  The store will be open for all to shop.

Timeline
Over the next year, locations will be researched, 
neighborhood residents will be surveyed, and a 
feasibility study will be completed. Your help and input 
will move this process forward! The co-op needs 500 
members-owners to break ground.
